T he silence of 
the dogs on 

that night, when 
Hashem smote all the 
firstborn Egyptians, 
showed    Pharaoh that 
Hashem did indeed 
spare the Jews.  

 

H ow did it prove 
this? The 

Rabbis taught in the 
Gemara, that dogs     
always wail when the 
angel of death goes 
through a town.

The Pasuk said:  

 

“I will redeem you.” (Shemot 
6:6) 

 

H ashem promised to 
redeem the Jews from  

Egypt. The word redeem really 
means to buy someone’s free-
dom with money. 

 

A s the Torah says: “And 
we shall redeem his 

brother’s sale”, this implies that 
the Jews would be ransomed 
through an exchange of money 
or other valuables. With what 
did Hashem intend to buy the 
Jewish freedom? 

 

T he Egyptians deserved 
all the plagues they re-

ceived because of the unfair 
hardships they imposed on the 
Jews. 
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I n other words, the 
suf fer ing the 

Egyptians endured 
from the plagues was 
a debt they owed. 
Had they released the 
Jews when Hashem 
first told them to, He 
would not have pun-
ished them. He would 
have forgiven instead 
the debt they owed. 
This willingness to 
forgive the debt of the 
Egyptians was the 
payment with which 
Hashem planned to 
redeem the Jews. 

 

A s it was, how-
ever, the 

Egyptians did not let 
the Jews go willingly 
until after the last  
plague, at which time 
they thought they 
would all die, as they 
said. In verse (12:33), 
“We are all dying.” 
Had they not freed, 
the Jews then, they 
may indeed have 
died, as they richly 
deserved. Thus, the 
sparing of their lives 
was the payment they 
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I f the dogs were silent in the Jewish 
neighborhoods, that was proof that the 

angel of death had passed over them and 
left them in peace.
